INFORMACIJA AUTORIAMS

»Psichologijos® redakcija priima jvairios te-
matikos empirinius, analitinius apzvalginius ir
teorinius mokslinius straipsnius, paraSytus lie-
tuviy arba angly kalba.

Zurnalas turi rubrika ,,Psichologija — prak-
tikai“, su kuria skelbiami darbai, apzvelgiantys
kurios nors specialios srities mokslo laimé-
jimus ir taikyma jvairioms praktinés veiklos
ra§ims. Si rubrika gali biti pakeista reik§mingy
psichologijos veikaly recenzijomis.

Straipsniai, kuriuose pristatomi empiriniai
tyrimai, turi biiti parasyti laikantis nustatytos
schemos: jvadas, kuriame suformuluojama ty-
rimo problema, tikslai, hipotezés; metodika
susideda i§: a) dalyviy, b) uzduociy arba iver-
tinimo biidy, ¢) tyrimo eigos apraSymo; tyri-
mo rezultatai, rezultaty aptarimas, iSvados,
literatiiros sarasas. Visos straipsnio dalys, i$-
skyrus jvada, pavadinamos ir raSomos atskirai;
sudedamyjy metodikos daliy pavadinimai neis-
skiriami atskira eilute, literattros saraSas vadi-
namas ,,Literatira“.

Analitiniai apzvalginiai ir teoriniai straips-
niai turi argumentuotai nagrinéti tam tikros
psichologijos srities biivi (padéti). Juose turi
buti analizuojami ir vertinami kity autoriy at-
likty tyrimy rezultatai, i$skiriamos pagrindinés
problemos, pagrindziama juy svarba ir nauju-
mas, aptariamos atitinkamos psichologijos sri-
ties raidos tendencijos, Siuo metu aktualios ir
naujos tyrimy kryptys, formuluojami biisimy
empiriniy tyrimy tikslai ir hipotezés, sitllomos
naujos savokos ir kt.

Prie lietuviy kalba spausdinamo straipsnio
biitina pridéti ne trumpesng kaip 600 spaudos
zenkly santrauka lietuviy kalba ir ne trumpes-
ng kaip 2200 spaudos zenkly santrauka angly
kalba.

Visi straipsnyje minimi Saltiniai turi atsi-
spindéti literattiros saraSe, | §j sarasa jtraukia-
mi tik tekste paminéti autoriai. Saltiniy sara-
Sas pateikiamas abécélés tvarka, jis neturi biti
daugiau kaip 50 pozicijy. Saltiniai literatiiros
sarase pateikiami tokia tvarka nurodant: a) au-
toriaus (autoriy) pavardg, inicialus, straipsnio
pavadinima, visa Zurnalo pavadinima, leidimo
metus, tomg ir puslapius; b) autoriaus (autoriy)
pavardg, inicialus, knygos pavadinima, leidimo
vieta, leidykla ir leidimo metus; c¢) autoriaus
(autoriy) pavardg, inicialus, straipsnio pavadi-
nima, knygos, kurioje i§spausdintas straipsnis,
pavadinima, knygos redaktoriaus (redaktoriy)
inicialus ir pavarde, leidimo vieta, leidykla,
leidimo metus ir straipsnio puslapius. Nuoro-
dos i Saltinius tekste raSomos skliausteliuose,
nurodoma autoriaus pavardé (originalo kalba)
ir publikacijos metai (Jonaitis, 2003). Kai au-
toriy yra trys arba daugiau, pateikiant nuoroda,
nurodoma tik pirmo autoriaus pavardé ir pridu-
riama ,,ir kt.“ (originalo kalba) (pvz., Jonaitis ir
kt., 2003). Jei $altinio autorius yra organizacija
arba Saltinis — be autoriaus, pateikiant nuoroda
minimas tik organizacijos arba Saltinio pavadi-
nimas ir metai (pvz., Dabartinés lietuviy kal-
bos zodynas, 2000). Jei tekste minimi autoriai,
kuriy pavardés yra vienodos, biitina pateikti
ju inicialus. Pateikiant nuoroda i keliy autoriy
skirtingus Saltinius, autoriy pavardés ir metai
skiriami kabliataskiu (pvz., Jonaitis, 2003; Pet-
raitis, 2000). Kalbant apie to paties autoriaus
skirtingas publikacijas, isleistas tais paciais
metais, jas reikéty atskirti pridedamomis raidémis
a, b, ¢ ir t. t. po publikacijos mety (pvz., Jonaitis,



2003 a, 2003 b). Pateikiant tikslia kito autoriaus
darbo citata, reikéty nurodyti $altinio puslapi (pvz.,
Jonaitis, 2003, p. 22).

Straipsnio apimtis neturéty bati didesné kaip
40 tukst. spaudos zenkly (su tarpais, iskaitant san-
traukas, lenteles, literatliros sarasg ir kt.) (Micro-
soft Winword-12). Rankrastis turi bati i§spausdin-
tas 1,5 intervalu vienoje A4 formato lapo puséje,
i§ visy krasty palickamas ne siauresnis kaip 25
mm laukelis. Minéty reikalavimy neatitinkantys
straipsniai nebus svarstomi ir recenzuojami.

Visy autoriy praSoma atskirame lape pa-
teikti $iuos duomenis apie save: varda, pavar-
da, mokslo laipsnj ir varda, darbovietés pa-
vadinimg ir adresa, telefono ar fakso numerj,
el. pasto adresa.

Redaktoriy kolegijai rankraStis turi buti
pateiktas elektroniniu pastu, taip pat turi buti
pristatomi du straipsnio egzemplioriai, i§spaus-

dinti popieriuje (autoriaus duomenys nenuro-
domi). Autorius turi pazymeéti straipsnio jteiki-
mo data.

Kiekviena straipsni vertina du redaktoriy
kolegijos paskirti recenzentai, kuriems straips-
niai jteikiami be autoriy pavardziy. Autoriai
supazindinami su recenzijomis (vertintojy pa-
vardés neatskleidziamos) ir, jei i§vada dél tin-
kamumo skelbti yra teigiama, praSoma patai-
syti nurodytus trikumus ir rastu atsakyti, kaip
atsizvelgta | pastabas. Redaktoriy kolegija, ga-
vusi pataisytus straipsnius ir atsakymus rastu
1 recenzenty pastabas, prireikus gali dar karta
prasyti recenzenty jvertinti autoriy taisymus
bei atsakymus ir tada priima galutinj sprendi-
ma dél straipsnio tinkamumo spausdinti.

Netinkamai parengti rankra$¢iai negrazi-
nami, o ju autoriai apie tai informuojami rastu
arba elektroniniu pastu.
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INFORMATION FOR AUTHORS

The journal “Psychology” accepts scientific
papers of empirical and theoretical character
in the area of psychology. The papers may be
written in Lithuanian or English.

Theoretical papers should be analytical and
provide a reasonable analysis of timely research
results. Analytical reviews and theoretical pa-
pers should provide a well-grounded analysis
of the situation in a certain branch of psycho-
logy. The papers should offer an analysis of
results reported by other authors with specify-
ing the main problems and substantiating their
significance and novelty. Also, tendencies and
trends of the development of a given branch
of psychology should be highlighted, the topi-
cal and new trends elucidated, the goals and
hypotheses of future empirical studies formu-
lated, new concepts offered, etc.

The section “Psychology to Practice” in-
cludes articles offering a review of the applica-
tion of achievements in a specific area to various
spheres of practical activities. Reviews of salient
works in psychology may be offered. Authors are
welcome to contribute this kind of papers.

Papers reporting on empirical research must
be written keeping to a common scheme and
include the following sections: Introduction,
describing the problem and objectives of the
paper, and the hypotheses; Methods, including:
a) participants, b) instruments, tests, measures
and assessments; c¢) description of the proce-
dures or course of the study; Results; their
Discussion, Conclusions, and a list of Refe-
rences. All parts of the paper, except Introduc-
tion, have their headings written on a separate
line; the headings of the constituent parts of
Methods need no separate line.

A paper written in Lithuanian must in-
clude an Abstract in Lithuanian containing
no less than 600 characters and an abstract
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in English of no less than 2200 characters.
A paper written in English must contain an
abstract in English of no less than 600 cha-
racters.

Figures and tables (numbered and titled)
should be submitted on separate sheets of pa-
per, and their approximate location should be
marked in the text.

All references mentioned in the text should
be included into the reference list and, vice ver-
sa, the reference list should include only authors
that are mentioned in the text. References (no
more than 50) should be listed in an alphabeti-
cal order. References in the list should contain:
a) articles: author(s)’ name and initials, title
of the article, full name of the journal, year
of publication, volume and page number;
b) books: author(s)’ name and initials, title
of the book, place of publication, publishers
and year of publication; ¢) collected papers:
author(s)” name and initials, title of the pa-
per, title of the volume, initials and name of
the editor(s), place of publication, publisher’s
name, year of publication and page numbers
of the paper. Use the author’s name and year
of publication for citation in the text in paren-
theses in the original language (Jonaitis, 2003).
When there are three or more authors, only the
first author’s name should be used and et al.
should be added (Jonaitis et al., 2003). If the
cited author is an organization or there is no
author at all, use only the name of the organi-
zation or source and year (Dabartinés lietuviy
kalbos Zodynas, 2000). If the names of the au-
thors mentioned in text are the same, their ini-
tials should be added. When different sources
of various authors are referred to, use a semico-
lon to separate them (Jonaitis, 2003; Petraitis,
2000). Different publications of the same author
in the same year should be marked with the let-



ters a ,b, ¢, etc. after the year (Jonaitis, 2003 a,
2003 b). To give an exact citation from another
author’s work, page number should be given
(Jonaitis, 2003, p. 22).

The maximum length of the contribution
should not exceed 40 thousand characters (in-
cluding spaces, abstracts, tables, references,
etc.) (Microsoft Winword-12). The original
typescript should be typed on one side on an
A4 format sheet of paper with double spacing
and no less than inch-wide margins on all sides.
Papers that fall short of these requirements will
be not considered or reviewed.

All authors are requested to submit the fol-
lowing personal information: name, last name,
scientific degree and title, affiliation and postal
address, telephone or fax number, e-mail ad-
dress.

Submit two hard copies of the manuscript
to the Editorial Board and an electronic file.

The author should note the date of submission.

Each paper will be reviewed by two ano-
nymous referees appointed by the Editorial
Board. Authors will be provided with the re-
viewer’ comments. If the review is favorable
and the manuscript is accepted for publica-
tion, the authors will be requested to make the
necessary revisions and to describe in writing
how the reviewer’s comments were addressed
or why they could not be addressed. Upon re-
ceiving the revised version of the manuscript
and a written description of the revisions, the
Editorial Board will return the manuscript to
the referees for re-review. The Editorial Board
will make a final decision regarding the accep-
tance of the manuscript for publication, based
on recommendations of the re-review.

Rejected manuscripts will not be returned
to the authors who will be informed about the
decision by letter or by e-mail.
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
